
Elgin Association 
for Community 
Living and Local 151 
signed a tentative 
agreement today. 

Negotiations are 
scheduled for workers 
at four other striking 
developmental 
services locals in 
western Ontario 
including Meaford. 

The other three 
Region 1 locals in the 
London area have 
talks scheduled Aug. 
10-11.Negotiations continue at London today; 
Middlesex and Chatham Aug. 11.The lack of a 
back-to-work protocol is the main obstacle to the 
end of these strikes.  

Community Living Meaford and Local 235 will 
be at the bargaining table today to try and resolve a 
strike that has lasted almost three weeks. 

Also today, workers at Local 161, Community 
Living Tillsonburg, returned to work after almost 
two weeks in the picket lines.  

“Our negotiators are hard at work and we are 
pushing hard for a settlement to these strikes,” 
OPSEU President Warren (Smokey) Thomas said.  

In Prince Edward, where 150 members of Local 
448 are on strike, wages are 25-30 per cent lower
