To the Legislative Assembly of Ontario: 
 
WHEREAS millions of dollars provided by the taxpayers of Grey and Bruce counties, and 
indeed from the whole of the province of Ontario, have recently been squandered on a huge, 
expensive, new building for the Grey Bruce Public Health Unit and that now sits half empty; 
 

And WHEREAS the Health Unit has now laid off several front line staff, and in fact proposes 
further layoffs, compromising the  delivery of vital health services as mandated under the 
Health Protection and Promotion Act; 
 

And WHEREAS front line workers have identified several areas wherein health protection 
and promotion programs are not meeting the levels of service mandated by the Act;  

 
And WHEREAS even a single dysfunctional public health unit can put our citizens at risk of 
an epidemic; 
 

We the undersigned hereby petition the Legislative Assembly of Ontario as 
follows: 
 
The Minister of Health should immediately order an assessment, under 

section 82 of the Health Protection and Promotion Act, of the Grey 

Bruce Public Health Unit and the Grey Bruce Board of Health,
