We want staffing improvements so partial-load
faculty, teaching seven to 12 hours, are treated fairly.

Bob Rae’s report and the McGuinty government both
support more faculty, more access for students and
higher quality post-secondary education. McGuinty
has pledged $6.2 billion for just that goal.
