management 
believes it can 
graduate students 
without the services 
of teachers. 
 
A quick calculation 
reveals there are 
1,595 administrators 
in the college 
system. Simple math 
shows every 
administrator would 
be responsible for  94 
students, each of 
whom takes an 
average of six 
c lasses, giving each 
administrator 
responsibility for 564 
students. 
 
If every student had 
two assignments and 
one test remaining, 
these non-teachers 
would be evaluating 
1128 assignments 
and 564 tests. And 
that doesnÕt include 
actually teaching the 
mater ial to massive 
numbers of students 

from a truly 
breathtaking variety of 
disciplines first. 
 
Apparently 
management has 
become so cynical 
about college 
education that it 
believes a handful of 
career administrators 
can replace 9,000 
teachers with 
exper tise in everything 
from glass blowing and 
manufactur ing 
technology to digital 
animation, child 
development and 
information 
technology. 
 
Put another  way, 
management is 
floating the idea that 
9000 of the provinceÕs 
top faculty, whose 
expertise they tout to 
the world when times 
are good, can be 
summarily replaced by 
a fraction of the 
number of non-
experts.
