JOB CUTS:

>> Program for adults with developmental disabilities – eliminated

>> Monitoring of local governments delivery of social assistance – 
eliminated

>> Drinking water inspectors – reduced in four districts

>> Scientific and technical expertise on air and water quality 
– reduced

>> Answering inquiries from the public on road safety enforcement 
– reduced

>> Processing of court documents, e.g. restraining orders, child and 
spousal support orders – reduced

>> Processing of claims from health care providers – reduced

>> Regulation of pay day loans, collections agencies – reduced

>> Support for road safety enforcement – reduced
